cle can not roll in either direction.
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REAR BUMPER INSTRUCTIONS

STEP 1

Disconnect Trailer lights & brakes connector, disconnect license plate lights connector. Both connectors are located
behind the spare tire in between the frame rails on the driver’s side of the truck.

STEP 2

Remove the 10 OEM bolts that attach the OEM rear bumper to the frame (5 per side)

STEP 3

With the help of a second person remove the OEM rear bumper. Note: There is a locating pin in the OEM rear
bumper mounting plate, so in order to remove the OEM bumper from the frame you will need to lift the bumper up and
then away from the truck in order for the locating pin to clear the frame upon removal.
